In the end the manager phoned other hotels in and 
around Torquay. He found rooms for everyone but in 
four different hotels. By this time the coach had gone so 
we had to get taxis and some of the tourists started to 
get very angry with me. I was shouted at in languages I 
knew well such as German, French and Spanish – and in 
languages I didn’t understand the words but I could 
guess their meaning. I still don’t know who made that 
phone call but it definitely wasn’t me.
