.............................. The Earth, the Universe and everything in it is made up of them. It is a basic 

substance made of just one kind of atom. It cannot be split up into different 
materials.  

.............................. It is a country in north-west Europe. It is often called the “Emerald Isle” (=green 
island), because grass grows lush (luxuriant) and green in the mild, moist (humide) 
climate. 

 
.............................. It is caused when we do damage to our surroundings (environnement). Litter is one 

form of it. But chemicals and waste (déchets) from factories, farms, motor cars and 
even houses cause much more serious problems.  

 
.............................. They are different from insects. They have eight legs, and their bodies are 

divided into two main parts. They live by catching small prey (proie) in their webs.  
 
.............................. It includes everything that exists – from the 

Earth to the most distant parts of space. The 
distances are so vast that it takes billions of 
years for light to reach us from the edges of it.  

 
.............................. They are rodents like rats, squirrels and 

beavers. A “rodent” means gnawing (ronger) 
animal. They live all over the world. Some live 
in deserts, others in rainforests.
